Soon after an outbreak of “swine” flu was reported in Mexico late last March, the “novel” H1N1 strain was reportedly spreading all over the world. Though the infection was proving to be mild in most reported cases, the World Health Organization (WHO) and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) began warning that the disease could mutate, become more lethal and virulent and develop into a global pandemic that may result in millions of deaths worldwide. By May, 2009, it was announced that the rapid development and production of a vaccine was underway.

If you accept this cover story at face value, then mass vaccination could appear as an appropriate response to the global threat of novel influenza strain pandemic. But, if you look past the cover story and peer into the world of epidemiological and bioweapons research, a much different picture of the pending pandemic comes into view.
